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Application guideline for “International travel support for students
(International presentation / Institutional stay)” in FY2022

1./ANBEEIH General Description
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The mission of ISEE is to clarify the mechanisms and relationships between the Earth, the Sun,
and cosmic space, treating them as a seamless system, contributing to solving issues related to the
global environment and human society expansion into space. In addition, ISEE plays a role as the
only joint usage/research center linking space and earth sciences, promoting various collaborative
research projects. The purpose of the “International travel support for students (International
presentation / Institutional stay)” is to provide opportunities for graduate students, who belong to an
university/institute in Japan, to gain experience through international exchanges and participation in
joint research. This will allow them to become lead researchers in their field by presenting their
results at international conferences and by carrying out international joint research on Space-Earth
Environment at overseas research institutes thanks to the support of ISEE.

2. HiEE#FE Applicant Eligibility
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(1) The applicant must be a graduate-course student belonging to an university/institution in Japan
other than ISEE. Graduate students whose supervisor is an ISEE faculty member should apply
for the specific travel grant open to ISEE students.

(2) Persons who pass the selection process and are deemed suitable candidates by the Director of
ISEE.

3. HFEHE Application Procedure
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(1) The applicant should obtain permission to apply for this proposal from their institute/university
before the submission. The applicant should also discuss the research plan and the budget in
detail with the corresponding ISEE researcher (permanent staff) before submission, and
should obtain approval from their supervisor.

(2) Please fill in the appropriate application either for “International travel support for students
(International presentation)” (Form 16a: Excel file) or for “International travel support for
students (Institutional stay)” (Form 16b: Excel file). Afterwards, submit it by email to the
administration office (k-kyoten at* adm.nagoya-u.ac.jp) and the corresponding ISEE researcher.

(3) One application per person. Only one application as the Principal Investigator (PI) under the
“International travel support for students (International presentation / Institutional stay)” category
is accepted.

(4) The PI cannot apply for a duplicate “International travel support for students (International
presentation / Institutional stay)” in the same fiscal year, but it is possible to apply to other
categories at the same time (e.g. “Encouragement Joint Research Program”).

4 . FFFEHIR Project Period
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Project period must be between July 1, 2022 to March 31, 2023.

5. HEEHIFR Deadline of Application
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Deadline: May 31, 2022
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Around five proposals will be accepted.

7.8 Selection Procedure
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(1) After review, the Director of ISEE will decide on whether to accept each proposal based on the
evaluation by the cooperative research committee and the six technical committees.
[Evaluation Criteria]
Submitted proposals are assessed and selected based on the following criteria:



- Matching the purpose of the call (please refer to “1. General Description” for the purpose)
- Appropriateness of the research plan
- Scientific significance and importance
- Concreteness and feasibility of the research plan
- Importance of the project in the field
- Reasonable budget
In addition to the above criteria, the balance of the budget and how the joint research program
will affect the community will also be considered. When the budget allocations will be decided,
considerations will be made on researchers and graduate students at small universities and
research institutes.
(2) During the review process we may ask the Principal Investigator for further explanations.
(3) In case of a large number of applications, consideration will be given to the number of proposals
so that sufficient financial support can be provided to the selected projects.
(4) A decision letter will be sent to the PI by e-mail by the end of June 2022.

8. FTEXZ%E Budget
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(1) ISEE will provide funding up to four hundred and fifty thousand Japanese yen per application
for international presentation and six hundred thousand Japanese yen for institutional stay.

(2) Expenses for this application should cover overseas transportation (including domestic
transportation to the airport) and accommodation required to carry out field observations and
experiments, overseas travel insurance, and expenses for quarantine (PCR test, negative
certificate, and accommodation during the self-isolation period). The amount allocated for
expenses will be determined within the limits of the budget. This fund cannot be used for
personnel or purchase costs.

(3) The travel expenses will be paid on a reimbursement basis.

(4) Although travel from this project cannot be combined with other expenses, it may be possible in
some cases for consecutive business travel using both this fund and other funds. Please ask the
Center for International Collaborative Research (CICR) through the corresponding ISEE
researcher for details.

(3) Please submit any papers related to this project as PDF files to the administration office (k-kyoten
at* adm.nagoya-u.ac.jp) as soon as possible, regardless of whether the project is new or renewed.

(4) The report deadline is March 31, 2023.

(5) If the report is not received by the deadline, any ongoing proposals in the next fiscal year will be
automatically declined.
