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Application Guideline for the “03) ISEE International Workshop”
in FY2025
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Institute for Space—Earth Environmental Research (ISEE), Nagoya University, aims to clarify the
mechanisms and relationships between the Earth, the Sun, and cosmic space by treating them as a seamless
system, and to contribute to solving issues related to the global environment and human society extending
into space. In addition, ISEE plays a role as a joint usage/research center linking space and earth sciences,
promoting various collaborative research projects.

ISEE calls for proposals for international workshops to promote extensive one-week discussions on a
selected space-solar-earth system topic with a limited number of participants (~10). The results of the
workshop should be published in peer-reviewed papers or special issues of international scientific journals
and/or books.
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(1) The applicants must hold a doctoral degree and be an employee or professor emeritus at a university
or a research institute.
(2) Director of ISEE may allow additional applicants.
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(1) The applicant of the project should discuss with a corresponding ISEE researcher (faculty member)
all details including title, purpose, dates, and possible journals for publication before submission.

(2) The location of the workshop should be in ISEE, Nagoya University.

(3) The applicant can set up an online workshop using meeting software (ZOOM, Spatial chat, etc.). ISEE
will support the rental cost of the software.

(4) The application should be submitted through “Joint-Research On-line Integrated System (JROIS)”
website (https://jrois2.isee.nagoya-u.ac.jp). The application form files can be downloaded from ISEE
website. Please refer to the following URLSs:

(5) The applicant as a PI (principal investigator) is requested to access the above JROIS website to obtain
a login account. After registration on this website, the applicant will receive an e-mail with a password
for his/her account. If the applicant has already had an account in the past, he/she can use it again this
year. After logging in the JROIS website, visit the application page “03) ISEE International
Workshop”, enter the project title, select the corresponding ISEE researcher from the list, and then
upload the completed application form in a Zip file and submit it by the deadline. The shaded areas
do not need to be filled in.

(6) In FY2024, ISEE, in collaboration with several institutions, launched “Hub Formation Program:
Transdisciplinary Network Linking Space—Earth Environmental Science with History and
Archaeology.” This program aims to assess the impact of severe solar storms on modern civilization
and to advance history and archaeology through accurate dating, with the goal of creating a space-
based society with sustainable development and to fostering the next generation of human resources.
To promote this project, we are now calling for a wide range of transdisciplinary research proposals.
To submit a proposal, please enter “1” in column (5) of the application form and explain in column
(10) how your research promotes “Transdisciplinary Network Formation.” Please see the following
website for more details:

(7) The PI may apply for the other ISEE joint research programs in the same fiscal year.
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The proposed workshop should be held within April 1, 2025 and March 31, 2026.
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(1) Director of ISEE will decide on the approval of proposals based on the evaluation by the cooperative
research committee and the six technical committees (Integrated Studies, Heliospheric and Cosmic-
Ray Research, lonospheric and Magnetospheric Research, Meteorological, Atmospheric and Land-
Ocean Ecosystem Research, Chronological Research, or Aircraft Usage). The approval of proposals
submitted as promoting "Transdisciplinary Network Formation" will be decided by the Director after
deliberation by the Transdisciplinary Network Formation Promotion Office and the cooperative
research committee.

(2) A decision letter will be sent by e-mail in March 2025.
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ISEE will provide funding of up to 2 million Japanese yen per approved workshop to cover the travel
expense to/from ISEE, accommodations, meals, and incidentals to stay at ISEE. The funding can be used for
consumables required for the workshop and publication fees of the papers issued from the workshop. The
Pls should contact the corresponding ISEE researcher to let know if they wish to use rental online software
related to the workshop and their usage period.

All funding must be used before March 31, 2026. The Pls should contact the corresponding ISEE
researcher if publication fees are necessary after the end of March 2026.
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Around two or three proposals will be approved in this term.

The results of the workshop should be published in peer-reviewed papers
and/or special issues of international scientific journals.

The reprints (PDF files) of published papers and/or books should be sent to ISEE (10. Contact
Information) within 3 years after the workshop.
