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Application guideline for “10) Carbon 14 Analysis Service” in FY2025

1. /AZEEIE  General Description
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Institute for Space—Earth Environmental Research (ISEE), Nagoya University, supports various
collaborative research projects as a joint usage/research center. The "10) Carbon 14 Analysis Service" is as
part of the ISEE joint research program to perform radiocarbon analysis on samples commissioned by
researchers at universities or research institutes using a Tandetron accelerator mass spectrometer at ISEE. In
the analysis, the client (hereinafter referred to as "applicant") is responsible for the analysis fees in accordance
with the internal rules for the use of accelerator mass spectrometer, established by ISEE.
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(1) The applicant must be a researcher (not including a student) at a university or research institute.
(2) Director of ISEE may allow additional applicants.

3. HFEHE  Application Procedure
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(1) An applicant should discuss with a corresponding ISEE researcher (faculty member) all details
before submission.

(2) The applicant is required to prepare an application form "Carbon 14 Analysis Service" (Form10) and
a sample list (Excel file is preferred, but Word or PDF file is also acceptable. The format is flexible,
but be sure to include the sample identification ID). If the applicant wishes to return unused samples
after completion of the radiocarbon analysis, indicate that in the sample list.

(3) Applications for samples for which compliance with laws and regulations is required for collection
(animals, plants, and processed products whose collection is regulated by the Washington
Convention, samples collected from World Heritage sites, national historic sites, scenic spots, natural
monuments, and so on, and samples collected at national parks and special protected areas) cannot
be accepted if permission has not been obtained for collection.

(4) The application should be submitted through “Joint-Research On-line Integrated System (JROIS)”
website (https:/jrois2.isee.nagoya-u.ac.jp). The application form files can be downloaded from
ISEE website. Please refer to the following URLs:

(5) The applicant as a PI (principal investigator) is requested to access the above JROIS website to
obtain a login account. After registration on this website, the applicant will receive an e-mail with a
password for his/her account. If the applicant has already had an account in the past, he/she can use
it again this year. After logging in the JROIS website, visit the application page, enter the project
title, select the corresponding ISEE researcher from the list, and then submit the completed
application form in_a Zip file to the website by the deadline. The shaded areas do not need to be
filled in.

(6) Applications will not be accepted if there is no prior contact with a corresponding ISEE researcher,
if the content is incomplete, or if the content differs from that discussed in advance.

(7) In FY2024, ISEE, in collaboration with several institutions, launched “Hub Formation Program:
Transdisciplinary Network Linking Space—Earth Environmental Science with History and
Archaeology.” This program aims to assess the impact of severe solar storms on modern civilization
and to advance history and archaeology through accurate dating, with the goal of creating a space-
based society with sustainable development and to fostering the next generation of human resources.
To promote this project, we are now calling for a wide range of transdisciplinary research proposals.
To submit a proposal, please choose “7: Transdisciplinary Network Formation” in column (4) of the
application form and explain in column (10) how your research promotes “Transdisciplinary
Network Formation.” Please see the following website for more details:

5. % 72 Selection Procedure
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(1) Director of ISEE will decide on the approval of proposals based on the evaluation by the cooperative
research committee and the Chronological Technical Committee, and on the opinions of outside
experts if necessary. The approval of proposals submitted as promoting "Transdisciplinary Network
Formation" will be decided by the Director after deliberation by the Transdisciplinary Network
Formation Promotion Office and the cooperative research committee.

(2) During the review process, the applicant may be asked for clarification as necessary.

(3) A decision letter will be sent to the applicant by e-mail within two weeks of receipt of the application.

6. F|fAA#H & Radiocarbon Analysis Fee
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In “Carbon 14 Analysis Service”, the applicant is required to pay the radiocarbon analysis fee. For the
price, please refer to Appendix "Price List for the Use of Accelerator Mass Spectrometer at ISEE, Nagoya
University". The applicant must pay the analysis fee by means of an expense transfer or by a payment request
form issued by Tokai National Higher Education and Research System.
