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Application guidelines for ““13) International travel support for field and
laboratory experiments for students and early-career scientists” in FY2025

1. /AZEEIH General Description
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The mission of Institute for Space—Earth Environmental Research (ISEE) is to clarify the mechanisms
and relationships between the Earth, the Sun, and cosmic space by treating them as a seamless system, and
to contribute to solving issues related to the global environment and human society expansion into space. In
addition, ISEE plays a role as the only joint usage/research center linking space and earth sciences, promoting
various collaborative research projects. Especially, ISEE has observation sites and collaborative partnerships
with organizations all over the world, contributing to the development of multipoint observations and large-
scale international experiments. The purpose of “13) International travel support for field and laboratory
experiments by students and early-career scientists” is to achieve international research results in space and
earth environmental research, and to provide opportunities to gain experience in observation experiments for
graduate students and young scientists who will lead the field in the future.
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(1) An applicant must be a graduate-course student in April 2025 or an early-career scientist who has
obtained a Ph.D. within the past 10 years. The applicant must belong to a university/institute in
Japan. Students in both master and doctor courses may apply.

(2) Persons considered as fulfilling conditions (1) by Director of ISEE (e.qg., childcare/
maternity/paternity leave taken in the 10 years after Ph.D., etc.)
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An applicant should obtain permission to apply for this support from his/her institute/university before
the submission. The applicant should also discuss the research plan and the budget, and safety
considerations during the experiment in detail with the corresponding ISEE faculty member (a
full-time_member; not a designated professor) before submission. For graduate students, a
permission from their supervisor is required.

The application should be submitted through “Joint-Research On-line Integrated System (JROIS)”
website (https://jrois2.isee.nagoya-u.ac.jp). The application form files can be downloaded from
ISEE website.

The applicant as a PI (principal investigator) is requested to access the above JROIS website to obtain
a login account. After registration on this website, the applicant will receive an e-mail message with a
password for his/her account. If the applicant has already had an account in the past, he/she can use it
again this year. After logging in the JROIS website, visit the application page “13) International travel
support for field and laboratory experiments for students and early-career scientists” , enter the project
title, select the corresponding ISEE researcher from the list, and then upload the completed application
form in a Zip file and submit it by the deadline. The shaded areas do not need to be filled in.

In FY2024, ISEE, in collaboration with several institutions, launched “Hub Formation Program:
Transdisciplinary Network Linking Space—Earth Environmental Science with History and
Archaeology.” This program aims to assess the impact of severe solar storms on modern civilization
and to advance history and archaeology through accurate dating, with the goal of creating a space-
based society with sustainable development and to fostering the next generation of human resources.
To promote this project, we are now calling for a wide range of transdisciplinary research proposals.
To submit a proposal, please choose “7: Transdisciplinary Network Formation” in column (4) of the
application form and explain in column (10) how your research promotes “Transdisciplinary Network
Formation”. Please see the following website for more details:

(5) One application per person. Only one application as a PI of the category “13) International travel
support for field and laboratory experiments by students and early-career scientists” may be submitted.

(6) The PI may not apply for “01) [EFRIL[FIHFZE (Joint Research Program (International))”, “02) ISEE
International Joint Research Program” or “16)-I (first term) International Travel Support for Students
(international presentation / institutional stay)” in the same fiscal year. Applications to other categories
(e.g., “05) Encouragement Joint Research Program” or “16)-II (second term) International Travel
Support for Students (international presentation / institutional stay)”, which is to be announced, may
be submitted. When this proposal is approved, the Pl may not apply for “16)-II (second term)
International Travel Support for Students (international presentation / institutional stay)”
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Project period must be from April 1, 2025, to March 31, 2026

5. HFEHIIR Deadline of Application
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Deadline: Wednesday, January 15, 2025
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Around five proposals will be approved in this term.
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(1) After review, Director of ISEE will decide on the approval of proposals based on the evaluation by the
cooperative research committee and the six technical committees (Integrated Studies, Heliospheric and
Cosmic-Ray Research, lonospheric and Magnetospheric Research, Meteorological, Atmospheric and
Land-Ocean Ecosystem Research, Chronological Research, or Aircraft Usage). The approval of
proposals submitted as promoting "Transdisciplinary Network Formation" will be decided by the
Director after deliberation by the Transdisciplinary Network Formation Promotion Office and the
cooperative research committee.

[Evaluation Criteria]

Submitted proposals will be assessed and selected based on the following criteria:
- Matching with the purpose of the call (please refer to “1. General Description” for the purpose)
- Appropriateness of the research plan
- Scientific significance and importance



- Concreteness and feasibility of the research plan
- Importance of the project in the field
- Reasonable budget
In addition to the above criteria, previous approval records for the Pl in this category, the balance of
the budget and how the joint research program will affect the community will also be considered.
When the budget allocations will be decided, considerations will be made on researchers and graduate
students at small universities and research institutes.

(2) During the review process we may ask the PI for further explanations.

(3) Inthe case of a large number of applications, consideration will be given to the number of proposals
so that sufficient financial support can be provided to the approved projects.

(4) A decision letter will be sent to the PI by e-mail in March 2025.
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(1) ISEE will provide funding of up to six hundred thousand Japanese yen per application.

(2) Expenses for this application should cover overseas transportation (including domestic transportation to
the airport) and accommodation required to carry out field observations and experiments, overseas travel
insurance, and expenses for quarantine (if necessary, PCR test, negative certificate, and accommodation
during the self-isolation period). The amount allocated for expenses will be determined within the limits
of the budget. This fund cannot be used for personnel or purchase costs.

(3) This fund cannot be used for traveling with the main purpose of reporting results (e.g. participating in
international conference, etc.).

(4) The travel expenses will be paid on a reimbursement basis.

(5) Basically a travel of this project cannot be supported in part by external sources. However, there may
be cases that a consecutive business travel by the support of this program and other sources and a partial
support by external sources according to their rules will be accepted. Please ask the Center for
International Collaborative Research (CICR) through the corresponding ISEE researcher for details.

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ISEE is a Joint Usage/Research Center in Nagoya University, and the projects under this joint research
program are among important activities of this center. Submitted reports are made publicly available on
ISEE’s website each fiscal year. In addition, we request that the research plan and results of approved
projects are presented at research meetings and other events sponsored by ISEE. Summary reports need
to be submitted at the end of each fiscal year as follows:

(1) A summary report (Form13-1: Excel file, Form13-2: Word file) should be submitted in a Zip file to the
JROIS website before the deadline (see (4)). Form13-2 should be 1-2 pages (A4 size), including figures
and tables. The report will be published as is in the ISEE web page.

(2) When the Pls make publications related to this project, please include one of the following
acknowledgement statements:

- This work was carried out by the joint research program of Institute for Space—Earth Environmental
Research, Nagoya University.

- This work was performed using the facilities of Institute for Space—Earth Environmental Research
(ISEE), Nagoya University.

(3) When the Pls publish a paper or other work related to this project, please report it to the corresponding
ISEE researcher as soon as possible.

(4) The report deadline is March 31, 2026.

(5) If the report is not submitted by the deadline, any approved projects in the next term will be basically

declined.
